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Criteria to be listed in an

NIDDK Directory of Professional and Voluntary Organizations
The National Institute of Diabetes and Digestive and Kidney Diseases maintains several directories of professional and voluntary organizations (see below), through which we refer people to nonprofit support and advocacy associations, like the American Diabetes Association.  The criteria an organization must demonstrate to be considered for listing follow.   

The organization must:

1)  Exist as a non-profit organization, educational institution, or part of the United States 

     Government, (independent from any commercial enterprise).

2)  Provide information widely accepted in the scientific and medical community.

3)  Exist physically (“bricks and mortar”) using a headquarters, letterhead

      stationery, etc. 

4)  Operate under a stated mission.

5)  Administer organizational activities on a national (United States) scale.

6)  Act under the direction of a board of directors or an advisory group that includes 

      independent board-certified medical experts.
