Scoring: there is no overall or summary score.

S2BI asks a single frequency question for past year’s use of the three substances most commonly used by adolescents: tobacco, alcohol, and marijuana. An affirmative response prompts questions about additional types of substances used. For each substance, responses can be categorized into levels of risk.
